Safety Tip of the Month

Oily rags must be disposed of properly, or you
could easily have more

Linseed oil can be used as a finish by itself, or as a

component in some paints, so be careful with your
rags.

Rags soaked with linseed oil are considered a fire
hazard as they provide a large surface area for oxi-
dation of the oil, and the oil can oxidize quickly. The
oxidation of linseed oil (and some other

temperature of the rags increases. If rate of heat ac-
cumulation exceeds the rate of dissipation of the
heat into the environment, the temperature rises,
could continue become hotter and hotter and, oops,
the rags are now on fire, and the fire can spread.

Linseed oil soaked rags should never be stored
in an enclosed container which allows the heat to

accumulate. Instead, rags should be washed, soaked

with water, spread out to dry in a well ventilated
area, or incinerated. A fire that destroyed the El Rey
