Here is an overview of the class:

2/7 8 Review of overall piece, tackle joinery
(mortise and tenon), start cabriole legs.

2/14 8 Shaping of legs, begin carving ball and claw
feet.

2/21 - Carving ball and claw feet.

2/28 & Carving, glue up piece at the end of this
class.

3/6 & Final details, slip seat, upholstery, discussion
on finishing.

Processes that you will learn:

1 Period furniture basic techniques

§ Traditional mortise and tenon joinery

1 Shaping cabriole legs

1 Beginning carving techniques, carving ball and
claw feet, shell carving

1 Beginner upholstery
Materials should be mahogany or walnut. Sec-

ondary can be poplar.

Minor amount of upholstery materials will be need-

ed (jute webbing, burlap, muslin)

Calvin will be in charge of material procurement.

You will learn some wood identifica-
tion, and characteristics, how to read and
follow plans, steps in project planning, prob-
lem-solving, beginning joinery, fastening,
clamping, gluing, sanding, and finishing.

There will be a limited choice of projects.
You will be learning processes to build on by
learning some basics in machine woodwork-
ing. There are three other items you will
need for class; safety glasses, a tape meas-
ure and a 3 ring binder or a folder that has
pockets.
